Faisons [a connaissance de Céiine Glon

A native of Lyon, Ceéline Glon moved to Paris after studying English at
the University of Aix-en-Provence. Céline has always enjoyed
traveling around the world to discover new cultures and she finally
decided to settle in Paris and work as a certified Paris tour guide
specializing in art & history. She worked for 9 years for Incentive
Companies who hired her to lead American groups all over Paris but
also organized day trips to Normandy, the Loire Valley and Brittany.

Céline has a special interest in the Renaissance and in the 17"
Century. She is an expert on the topic of Versailles. In 2002 she
moved with her family to Dallas when her husband was transferred
with his company. Céline is currently giving lectures on French
cuiture at SMU. She is also highly experienced in organizing
educational outreach programs based on special presentations
concerning French history and art for high schools. This year, the
Alliance Francaise is giving Céline the opportunity to offer French
classes at the Dallas Museum of Art. The themes of various paintings
will provide a new venue to present. :



Céline Glon, French — English lecturer
“A journey to the Opera Garnier in Paris"

The Opera Garnier was built from 1862-1875 by architect Charles
Garnier. He was 35 when he was awarded the design of the new
Opera House and this construction would prove to be a very difficult
undertaking. The genius of Charles Garnier was his determination to
make this palace a huge theater of magnificent scale where everyone
becomes an actor. Also, he set up a very ingenious plan informing us
of the French 19" century social hierarchy which was necessary to
observe at the time. He displayed his talent, not hesitating to employ
all the modermn architectural techniques. Thus, his design opened up a

new world of possibilities.

The Palais Garnier was designed as part of the great Parisian
reconstruction of the Second French Empire instigated by Emperor
Napoleon Iil. Napoleon chose the civic planner Baron Haussmann,
who drasticaily transformed the old Medieval Paris into a city with
wide boulevards and an array of cafés and shops. These
transformations had a profound influence on the everyday lives of
Parisians.

Last but not least, enjoy a tour such as Gaston Leroux’s and explore
such features as the cellar that was used as a torture chamber or the
basement which gave him underground access to the lake and many
hidden passages. Who knows, you might see the Phantom of the
Operal

The Rustin College Summer Foreign Language Institute presents a unigue
immersion opportunity. Forelgn language teachers in Texas can refresh their
language skills in an ilmmersion environment while they develop new cultural
and technology resources for their students. A limited number of teachers in
French, German, Latin, and Spanish will participate in the one-weak,
residential Institute. Participation is restricted to high school language
teachers., Faculty from the Department of Classical and Modern Languages,
assisted by language residents from Europe and Latin America, lead the
workshops treating culture, literature and computer technology. The
workshops are supplemented by films, musical evenings, dance performances
and more. The daily schedule includes target-language workshops in culture,
literature, and technoloegy, with additional cultural activities in the
evening. Participants speak their target language at all times. The
atmosphere at the Institute is informal and highly collegial. Institute
participants reside in the Jordan Language House, also the location for the
workshops, This unique complex, which houses modern language students during
the academic year, has language immersion and cultural interaction as its
raisons d'étre. Four language pods surround a common courtyard. Each
language section has bedroom suites and a living room outfitted with multi-
standard video equipment. Multi-media classrooms, a technology developmant
room, and a residential computing facility suppeort the house programs. The
combination of ready access to state-of~the-art technology and a supportive
environment of immersion in the target language make the Summer Institute a
uniqgue opportunity for professional growth. Fellows will be granted all
fees, including tuition, room charges, and board for the workshop week.
Expenses are defrayed by a grant from the $id W. Richardson Foundatiomn.
Participants arrange their own travel. There will be space for 1-2 alumni
per language, If you have attended before and would like to apply for this
year's immersion week, please do so.

For the first time this summer, there will be a 4 day immersion

workshop (July 24 -~ 27) for teachers AND students. We will invite French
and German teachers to come to campus with 2-4 of their students for an
immersion experience. This will be an opportunity for students to practice
their oral/aural skills and to become familiax with current pepular culture
in France and Germany. Moxe information and a link will be available soon.
